Install “Insert” with screw. Use 2.5mm Allen wrench.
Position “Ram Crimp Insert” as shown.

Place “Insert” on hand tool label side & position “Locator
Plate” on opposite side.

Instal “Insert” & “Plate’ with screw. Use 2.5mm Allen wrench.

Thistool incorporates an eccentric axle
and an adjustment wheel to adjust and re-
calibrate to ensure correct crimp
performance.

Should adjustment be necessary, the
following procedure should be followed:

1. Loosen and remove the
Combination Head screw (A).

2. Using ascrew driver, turn the
numbered adjustment wheel to
the next higher/lower number (B).

3. Re-install the Combination Head
Screw and tighten.
