are crimped onto coaxial cable using GERTI-CRIMP*
Hand Tool 694772 {(408-2329), PRO-CRIMPER™ Il
Hand Tool Frame 3549401 (408-9930) fitted with
appropriate die assembly, or 626 Pneumatic Tooling
Assemblies 189721 | or 189722 | fitted with
appropriate fool holder or adapter, crimping head, and
die set (409-5862).

2. DESCRIPTION (Figure 1)

The plug connector consists of a plug body, a center
contact, and a ferrule or step—down ferrule. Some
connectors are also supplied with a tubing to
compensate for small diameter cable dielectrics.

3. ASSEMBLY PROCEDURE

1. Slide ferrule ontfo unstripped cable so that the
flange will face the connector; or slide step—down
ferrule onto unstripped cable with small opening
first. Strip cable using the appropriate strip—length
dimensions shown in Figure 2. DO NOT nick or cut
cable braid. Genter conductor must be straight and
free of burrs.
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2. If using tubing, slip the tubing over the cable
dielectric as shown in Figure 3. Braid Positioned Over

3. Insert center conductor into center contact until
shoulder of contact is against dielectric of cable.
See Figure 3.
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6. Slide ferrule over braid and support sleeve until
the ferrule is positioned against the shoulder of the
plug body. Grimp ferrule using the recommended
tooling. See Figure 5.

4. Crimp center contact using the recommended
tooling.

5. Flare cable braid, and insert cenfer confact into
plug body, making sure that the cable braid is
positioned over the support sleeve of the
connector. See Figure 4.
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
